Freedmen Descendants United leads the initiative to reactivate and modernize the
Freedmen’s Bureau under federal law, providing structure for restitution, documentation,
and renewal of Freedmen identity and opportunity.
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Executive Overview

The Freedmen’s Bureau Reactivation and Modernization Act of 2025 (FBRMA) is a
comprehensive legislative proposal that restores the 1865 Freedmen’s Bureau in full scope,
updated for 21st-century governance.

Originally created after the Civil War to aid emancipated men, women, and children, the
Bureau was defunded before its work could be completed. The FBRMA re-establishes that
mission with modern systems for lineage verification, reparative justice, and economic
rebuilding.

Key pillars include:
* Re-establishing a Bureau of Freedmen Affairs under federal charter.
e Implementing the Freedmen Lineage Identification (FLID) system.

e Launching reparative education, housing, and health programs for descendants
of emancipated Freedmen.

. Creating a 10-Year Policy Action Plan (PAP) to guide implementation and national
investment.
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Why the Freedmen Act Matters

For over 150 years, the Freedmen’s promise of repair has remained unfulfilled. Generations
of descendants have endured the economic and legal effects of slavery, racial
reclassification, and exclusion from reparative policy.

The FBRMA addresses these harms by:

* Recognizing Freedmen Descendants as a lineage-based community within U.S.
jurisdiction.

* Providing official recognition through Emancipation Acknowledgement Letters
(EALs) and FLID registration.
Repairing the continuity of citizenship, property, and opportunity interrupted
after the Bureau’s closure.
Ensuring accurate national counting of Freedmen Descendants in all future

censuses.

This Act honors those who built the foundation of the United States while restoring the
rights and stability owed to their descendants.
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Key Goals and Public Benefits
1. Lineage Verification and Identity Repair

Reestablishes rightful Freedmen status through verifiable ancestral documentation—
linking families to records of emancipation, freedom papers, and Bureau archives.

2. Economic Empowerment

Creates employment, housing, and cooperative ownership opportunities through a
reparative national budget of $7-10 trillion over ten years.

3. Education & Cultural Restoration

Funds community schools, youth programs, and cultural centers preserving Freedmen
history, arts, and language traditions.

4. Health & Family Security

Provides equitable medical care, child-welfare support, and mental-health resources
under the Freedmen Family and Child Welfare Agency (FFCWA).

5. International Recoghnition

Aligns U.S. policy with the U.N. #IBelong Campaign and statelessness conventions,
acknowledging Freedmen Descendants as a people with historical continuity and the right
to repair within their homeland.
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How the Freedmen Lineage Program Works

Step 1 — Verification:
Applicants trace lineage to ancestors emancipated or lawfully free prior to 1865 through
census, Bureau, military, or verified community records.

Step 2 — Registration:
Approved individuals receive a Freedmen Lineage ID Card (FLID) featuring photo,
fingerprint, and verification code (renewed every 10 years).

Step 3 — Acknowledgement:
Each verified lineage receives an Emancipation Acknowledgement Letter (EAL)—the
formal recognition of ancestral freedom and continuity.

Step 4 — Access to Programs:
Registration grants eligibility for housing, education, healthcare, and business initiatives
administered by the Bureau of Freedmen Affairs.
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Access, Custodianship, and Participation
